10% white grapes and a maximum of  

15% Cabernet Franc and Cabernet 

Sauvignon).

Chianti wine is made in a vast area 

located in the provinces of Arezzo, 

Florence, Pisa, Pistoia, Prato and 

Siena. Today, it's one of the most 

important symbols of Italy 

worldwide. According to the area of 

production, you can find 7 kinds of 

Chianti (as normale or riserva):

San Casciano Val di Pesa and Tavarnelle
